Dear Parents/Carers

I hope this letter finds you and your loved ones in good health. I wrote to you on the 12th June outlining our initial plans to reopen our school from the 29th June. We can now confirm that all children will be offered a few visits to school in the three week period between 29th June and 17th July. 

I would like to once again highlight the following key points:

1. Pupils will NOT be expected to wear uniform. Guidance suggests clothing that is suitable for the school environment, comfortable and easily washable. Ideally clothing worn to school should be washed on returning home. You can, however, send your child in uniform if you feel this is easier and more appropriate. 
2. Numbers of pupils – only one year group from Years 7-10 will attend each day. Guidance suggests no more than 1/3 of the total school number of pupils on the school site. 
3. School will be open from 8.30am until 1.00pm with your child receiving four lessons, after which they will return home. Staff will use the afternoon to continue to set remote learning and assess online work. 
4. Food/water – pupils will need to bring in their own snacks and drinks. There will not be any food or drink available to purchase at school. There are facilities for filling water bottles. 
5. Equipment – pupils will be required to bring in their own pen, pencil etc and not to share stationery equipment. 
6. Classrooms – pupils will be in small groups within an allocated classroom. No classroom will accommodate more than 8 pupils. 
7. Transport – in most cases pupils are encouraged to walk or be transported to and from school by parents. We are awaiting further information from county regarding bus transportation. 
8. If parents choose not to send their children to school they will be expected to continue working from home and complete online tasks as per current timetable. 
9. If a pupil shows symptoms whilst in school parents will be contacted and expected to collect their child from school immediately.




In addition to this I can now confirm that year groups will attend on the following days:

Monday – Year 10
Tuesday – Year 9
Wednesday – Year 10
Thursday – Year 8
Friday – Year 7

When your child arrives at school they will need to go straight to their allocated teaching room. We have split teaching groups so that we can adhere to social distancing guidelines. Please see below for your child’s teaching group and classroom.
